Eligibility and Criteria – (a) Organization should have an established business model/product, (b) Emerging women-led small and medium enterprises/businesses, (c) Promotion and strengthening of second tier organizations that aggregate others such as women cooperatives, self-help groups, and associations, (d) Initiatives to establish local incubators in partnership with the private sector, (e) Proposed projects should be bold, innovative, and transformative, and have potential for replication and scaling up, and (f) Emphasis given to enterprises that are ripe for scaling up, building on success of SGP Country Programmes and projects that could bring partnership and leverage additional resources (e.g. cofinancing with INGO, foundation, private sector, and governmental agencies) at the Programme and Project levels are given priorities.

Proposal should be submitted both in papers as well as in electronic version (CD/pendrive or email attachment in MS Word programme readable by XP Professional) on the above-mentioned thematic areas not later than 21st of November 2019. Mention clearly in the proposal the postal and email address and the daytime contact telephone number/s of the person-in-charge or office of the proponent.

The National Steering Committee is responsible for reviewing and approving the project proposals. The Steering Committee reserves the right to accept or reject without any reason whatsoever. Only the proponents of the selected proposals will be informed in Dec 2019.
