Enhancing agri-food value chains to increase resilience of mountain communities�

The Mountain Partnership (MP) is a United Nations voluntary alliance of partners dedicated to improving the lives of mountain peoples and protecting mountain environments around the world. In collaboration with Slow Food International, the MP launched in 2015 the Mountain Partnership Products Initiative (MPP), a participatory certification and labelling scheme that supports small-holder mountain producers in developing countries through value chain improvement, marketing strategy development and the granting of the MPP label to selected high-value mountain products.


The Global Environment Facility Small Grants Programme (GEF/SGP) of the United Nations Development Programme and the MPP have joined forces to address the urgent challenges faced by mountain peoples and environments and would like to invite small-holder mountain producers, as well as CBOs and CSOs, to develop proposals for projects aiming at “Strengthening mountain agri-food value chains to improve local economies and livelihoods”.





All selected projects will also become part of the Mountain Partnership Products initiative and will benefit from its additional support.





Project Selection Criteria


Grants will be awarded to projects focusing on the improvement of the value chain of mountain products, along the production cycle -- Production techniques, Transformation, Storage, Quality assurance, Safety control, Product development, Certification, Marketing, Labelling, and Distribution.





General requirements for applicants


Eligible applicants are � HYPERLINK "http://www.fao.org/mountain-partnership/about/definitions/en/" �small-holder� mountain producers, as well as CBOs/CSOs that cooperate with small-holder mountain producers.


Products must be produced and processed in � HYPERLINK "http://www.fao.org/mountain-partnership/about/definitions/en/" �mountains�.


The applicant must be or become a member of the Mountain Partnership (� HYPERLINK "http://www.fao.org/mountain-partnership/about/join-us/en/" �Application form)�.


Projects with a high involvement of women, youth or indigenous peoples will be prioritized.


Other standard SGP criteria and procedures will be added at each country level 





Interested Indigenous People-led CSOs are encouraged to visit the following website or contact the GEF/SGP Office to obtain Guidelines for the preparation of project proposals. Proposal should be submitted both in papers as well as in electronic version (CD/pendrive or email attachment in MS Word programme readable by XP Professional) on the above-mentioned thematic areas not later than 21st of December 2020. Mention clearly in the proposal the postal and email address and the daytime contact telephone number/s of the person-in-charge or office of the proponent.





The National Steering Committee is responsible for reviewing and approving the project proposals. The Steering Committee reserves the right to accept or reject without any reason whatsoever. Only the proponents of the selected proposals will be informed in January 2021.
